The 1978 North-South Classic

The members of the North all-star squad had & couple of very good reaszons for
wanting to win the 37th North-South Lacrosse All-Star Game, held at Comell’s
Schoellkopf Field on June 10. The reasons were Southern powers Johns Hopkins
and Roanoke, who had swept the NCAA Divisions T and 1I-IIT title games.

The way Cornell’s honerable mention ali-America defenseman Frank Muehle.
man put it, “We didn’t want the South to make it a triple crown sweep this year.
And this was our one chance Lo get e¢ven.”

And get even they did. The North stars got ofl Lo a quick start and trounced the
South stavs, 19-6. Tt was the most lopsided score in the series since 1958, when the
South breezed to a 26-8 triumph, and the biggest win aver for Lhe North.

Steve Krempa of Pennsylvania started things off for the North with the game’s
first geal at 3:13 of the opening period. Belore the quarler was over, the
Naovthmen, coached by Army’s Dick Edell, held a commanding 6-0 lead. By hall
ime the North was on top by 12-1; it took a 19-3 lead into the lasl stanza.

NORTH'S WIN WAS ITS FOURTH straight in the senes. which dates back
Lo 1940. But the Souih holds the series lead, winning 13, dropping 16 and tying one.

Despite the disparity in the score, one thing the game didn’t lack was
all-America players. Twenty-two players who competed n the game attained
either firsl-, second- or third-team all-America status during the season. And it
was a third-team all-America who gave the fans their biggest treat. Attackman
Scott Finlay of Army, the Cadets' all-time leading scorer, blasted home four goals,
assisted on three and was named the game’s most outstanding player.

The North was expected to have the offensive firepower in Uus game, while the
South, coached by Carl Runk of Towson State, appeared to have the edge
defensively. But once the North really got rolling, well....

Seponds after Krempa’s goal gave the North a 1.0 lead, Finlay's man-up goal
macde it 2-0.
